This is an intensive and challenging experience. It includes a minimum of 30 hours/wk of fieldwork on our site, plus an independent study project. Capacity to work independently, keep agreements, and focus entirely on the internship are required. Interns must have their own cell phone, laptop computer, and health insurance, and must be tobacco, alcohol, and drug free. All applicants must have documented legal residency status in the U.S. during their internship.

There is a $250 reservation fee to be paid in advance in order to hold your place. There will be daily interactions with Craig Elevitch regarding fieldwork and coaching on a research or design project. There are simple living accommodations available on our farm. You are responsible for your own food and other personal items. Upon successful completion of the internship, the $250 reservation fee is refundable.
